Rule 20. Entry of Appearance of Counsel.
(A) Counsel for a Judicial Officer shall file an entry of appearance with Chief

Counsel.
(B) The entry of appearance shall include counsel’s name, address, phone

number, and Pennsylvania Supreme Court Identification Number.

Rule 21. Service.
(A) Under these rules, service of notice or any other document shall be

accomplished by:
(1) personal delivery, or
(2) any process providing restricted delivery to and returned receipt from

the named addressee.
(B) Whenever counsel enters an appearance pursuant to Rule 20, service shall

be made on counsel, and may be made by first class mail.
(C) In appropriate circumstances, the Chair may authorize any other method

of service reasonably designed to accomplish service, including service to a Judi-
cial Officer’s last known address.
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
